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BOARD OF DIRECTORS NOMINATION and ELECTION INFORMATION 
 

 

 
HOW MAKING NOMINATIONS WORK 
 
The Election Committee is a sub-committee of the Founders Committee that coordinates 
and runs the election process each year.  To prevent any potential conflict of interest, 
only Founders who are not currently on the Board and who do not plan to run for an 
office in the upcoming election are allowed to participate in the process. 
 
The volunteer Board of Directors consists of Club members who are nominated and 
elected by the membership.  A new Board is elected each year and the process begins 
now, with nominations being submitted by Club members.  The Election Committee 
coordinates the process, but we have nothing to coordinate without your input.  This is 
YOUR Club and itÕs up to you, the membership, to decide who should run the Club.   
 

ITÕS REALLY QUITE SIMPLE! 
 
Just provide the Election Committee with the names of Club members who you believe 
would be good in a leadership role in the Club.  ThatÕs all you need to do ... the Election 
Committee will take over from there.  We will contact everyone who is nominated and 
encourage him or her to run for an appropriate position on the Board.   
 
Any Club member who is at least 21 years of age can run for an office on the Board of 
Directors.  Being on the Board is fun, educational, challenging, and rewarding.  ItÕs also a 
great way to get to know the other swing dancers better by working together to achieve 
the common goals of the Club. 
 
Nominees do NOT need to be competitors or flashy dancers.  Nominees DO need to be: 
 A current member in good standing of The Next Generation Swing Dance Club 
 Passionate about promoting Swing Dancing and the purposes of the Club  
 Willing to actively participate in Board meetings by offering feedback and ideas 
 Willing to listen to and respect all viewpoints and support the will of the majority 
 Able to fulfill the responsibilities required for a specific position 
 Able to make the time commitment

In order to facilitate the election process, we ask all of the nominees do the following: 
 
MEMBERSHIP STATUS 
Board candidates must a current Next Generation Member to participate in the election 
and serve on the board of directors. If you are not currently a member, or if your 
membership has expired, please be sure to join the club or renew your membership no 
later than the March 1st dance.  Membership staff will be at the March 1st dance to assist 
with membership paperwork. 
 
ACCEPTING/DECLINING YOUR NOMINATION 
If you accept you nomination, or are still undecided, you will receive a ÒCandidate 
Information PacketÓ with detailed instructions for candidates about the election process.  
Here is some general information to help you get going. If you wish to get it now, please 
email nextgennominations@gmail.com to request it and weÕll email it to you 
immediately. 

Please attend the General Membership and Nomination meeting at 5 PM on 
Saturday, March 1st, at the Allegro Ballroom (just before our club dance). While 
attendance at the meeting is not required to be a candidate, we strongly encourage all 
potential candidates (and other interested club members) to be there. At this meeting, the 
election committee and any current or past board members who are present will answer 
any questions you might have about the election process or serving on the board of 
directors. This is also the last chance to nominate yourself or someone else for a position 
on the next board. Nominations will be closed at the end of the meeting. 
If you accept the nomination, please submit a Candidate Statement to Kim Liu at 
kimiliu@gmail.com no later than 5 PM on Tuesday, March 4th. Please refer to the 
attached guidelines and instructions for the candidate statement. 

We will also need a photo of you for the election packet. This will help members to 
identify you when filling out their ballots. We will take photos of most of the candidates 
after the March 1st general membership meeting or during the club dance that evening. If 
you prefer, you may also e-mail a digital photo to Kim Liu at kimiliu@gmail.com along 
with your candidate statement. 

Please attend the club’s anniversary dance on Saturday, April 5th at the Allegro 
Ballroom for the announcement and introduction of the 2008-2009 board of directors. 

If you decline your nomination, please notify a member of the elections committee or 
send an email message to nextgennominations@gmail.com by Friday, February 29th.  
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IF YOUÕRE ELECTED 
 
If you are elected to the board of directors, please plan to attend the Transitional Board 
Meeting on April 20, 2008. The meeting location and directions will be provided to all 
incoming board members by the incoming president. 
 
The transitional board meeting is an orientation meeting for the new board of directors. 
At the meeting, the outgoing board will conclude any unfinished business during the first 
part of the meeting. The new board will then take over during the second part of the 
meeting. A copy of the clubÕs bylaws and the meeting agenda will be sent to all incoming 
board members prior to the transitional board meeting. 
 
Should you be elected, we believe you will find the experience of serving on the board of 
directors to be both challenging and rewarding. We are sure that you will enjoy 
interacting with people of diverse backgrounds, all working together to achieve the 
common goals of a shared interest in swing dancing. 
 
We want you to know that if you are not elected, you may still participate in helping the 
club in many ways, including attending board meetings as a guest to express your views. 
You may also choose to become involved in one or more of the standing committees, 
including Dance, Community Involvement, Convention, Information, or ad hoc 
committees functions such as Volunteer Coordinator of the club.
